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PREFACE

GENERAL

This guide was compiled from the printed guide and first supplement entitled Handlist of
Manuscripts in_the University of Cape Town Libraries, which was published during
1968, and three typewritten accession lists. This NAREM edition was assembled and
updated in accordance with guidelines laid down by the National Archivist of the
Republic of South Africa.

The term manuscript is used to cover all handwritten documents whether originals or
transcripts, or photographic or microfilm reproductions of such documents. The term is
also used to include documents of which the original was typescript.

Initially the University of Cape Town Libraries possessed only a very small number of
manuscripts. During the 1940s, however, a few large collections of papers and
manuscripts were received, such as the Dr. CL Leipoldt Papers and the Sir Walter
Stanford Papers. From about 1947, serious attention began to be given to the problem
of preserving manuscripts and also of assembling the University archives. From the
early 1950s onwards purposeful efforts were made to organize and record these
collections. The Archives of the University of Cape Town have of recent years been
organized as a separate unit.

The bulk of the manuscripts in the University of Cape Town Libraries consists of
collections of family papers and other private papers, but miscellaneous documents (i.e.
literary and music manuscripts), and even single items, are also included. The
manuscripts are mainly of South African interest, but there are a small number of non-
South African manuscripts. The latter may, in some instances, prove informative for the
light they throw on a period, and for comparative purposes. What today may be
regarded as purely personal and private, will in 20 or 50 years possibly throw valuable
light on the social history of a period, or afford contemporary views of important persons
or events or supply other historical data. In some cases, the Libraries obtained
microfilms of entire collections of particular interest to the University, either from
institutions overseas or from other sources in South Africa.

In some manuscript groups the donors have imposed special restrictions regarding
access to their papers. It is stipulated in this guide as: Restricted Access. The exact
nature of the conditions of use may be obtained on application to the librarian.

No research worker from outside the University of Cape Town need hesitate to
approach the libraries to consult any source material.

The Manuscripts & Archives Department is situated in the historic Jagger Library on the

The index to this guide is selective in that, in very large collections which include, for
example, the letters of many different individuals, not all their names will appear. Some
of the more important names are stated and appear in the index. The name by which
the collection is known and the donor's name do appear in the index.



Material dealing with the same event, place or person may have been acquired from
different sources at various times. In such cases cross references have been made and
consultation of the index will assist the reader in finding related material.

Museum objects, photographs, autograph albums, paintings, press cuttings and similar
material have been excluded from this guide unless they form part of a particular group
of manuscripts.

ENTRIES

The guide is intended to be a guide for the information of research workers regarding
the existence and location of material and does not describe in detail the contents of
any collection.

The first line of each entry refers to the centre where the manuscripts are kept. The type
of document, in this case manuscripts, is indicated in the second line.

Entries have been arranged according to the manuscript numbers, which should be
furnished when material is requested for consultation. This number is supplied in the
third line.

Next the title of each unit of manuscripts is indicated. The title is derived from the
person, or persons, family, or corporate body associated with a manuscript or
manuscripts.

The terminal dates are denoted in the next two lines. Specific dates are indicated in the
order year, month and day, e.g. 19250203 for 3rd February, 1925.

The subsequent paragraph refers to the donor, the extent of the item or collection,
finding aids, accessibility restrictions and similar information, if available.

Next follows a summary of the contents of each entry enabling the researcher to gauge
the type of information to be expected from the item or collection.

Cecil James Sibbett (1881-1967). Sibbett was born in Belfast and emigrated to
Cape Town with his father in 1897. He founded the South African Advertising Agency
shortly before the outbreak of the South African War, during which he was a
newspaper correspondent at the front. From 1901-1902 he was assistant to CA Owen
Lewis, Rhodes' political secretary, and this association with Rhodes became the
dominant theme of Sibbett's life. He also played a prominent role in the work of the
imperialist South African League, over which Rhodes presided.

Sibbett was a public-spirited, public-conscious man, whose wide-ranging
interests and activities, while they occasionally touched on the main arena of South
African politics, can best be described as "civic" in the widest sense of the word. Sibbett
was an active participant in local politics, particularly in the 1920s, and held a seat in the
Cape Provincial Council from 1924-1932. During this time he served on the Union
Reparations and Flag Commissions in 1926. Sibbett kept up contacts and
corresponded with figures such as JC Smuts, JH Hofmeyr (over 100 letters), NC
Havenga, HG Lawrence, JGN Strauss and others, throughout his life. Sibbett was also
involved in numerous public institutions, bodies and societies such as the S.A. National
Gallery, the South African Public Library, the S.A. Museum, etc. He founded the S.A.
National Thrift Organization in 1919 and remained its chairman for 40 years.

Sibbett's involvement in the setting up of Rhodes' birthplace at Bishop's
Stortford, and the Rhodes Cottage at Muizenberg is well documented in
correspondence with Lord Elton of the Rhodes Trust, Oxford. The papers contain much
anecdotal material on Rhodes, but also show the legacy of the Rhodes tradition and
how his imperial vision became transmuted, in the eyes of his legatees and spiritual
heirs, into the reality of the British Empire of the twentieth century.

Canon Edward Judge (1801-1875), came out to the Cape in 1825 as Rector of
the Grammar School.

He soon acquired a reputation as a trader and explorer, writing
a good deal about his experiences. After participating in the Sixth Frontier War, he
accepted a job building military roads in the Eastern Province. In the mid 1840s Bain
became Inspector of Roads for the Western Cape, and in this capacity built Michell's
Pass, Houw Hoek Pass and in 1853, Bain's Kloof Pass. Bain is also known as the
Father of South African geology. As a writer, Bain is still remembered for his play,
Kaatje Kekkelbek.

Thomas Charles John Bain (1830-1893), joined his father as an assistant after
the Seventh Frontier War, and in 1854 succeeded his father as Inspector of Roads.
Passes that he built incl. Gray's Pass, Prince Alfred Pass, Cogman's Kloof and the
Great Swartberg Pass. In 1888 he became Irrigational and Geological Surveyor of the
Colony, and was responsible for the construction of a number of dams. He also
continued his father's geological work.

Mrs Newton Thompson was born in London, obtained a diploma in Social
Science and Administration from the London School of Economics, and was briefly
involved in the suffragette movement. She married Cyril Newton Thompson in February
1917. C Newton Thompson (1891-1958), was born in Butterworth, Transkei, and
educated at Rhodes University College. He went to Cambridge to study law and was
there when war broke out. The Newton Thompsons returned to South Africa in 1919
and settled in Cape Town, where Newton Thompson began practising at the Cape Bar.
In 1938 they bought and restored Newlands House. During World War Il Mrs Newton
Thompson was one of the founders of the South African Womens Auxiliary Services
and there is much correspondence regarding the running of the organization in the
Collection. All three Newton Thompson sons fought in World War Il and there are many
letters written from the Front, particularly from Mark, who was killed at Tobruk in 1942.
In 1938 C Newton Thompson was appointed King's Counsel and in 1944 was elevated
to the Bench in an acting capacity. In 1946 the appointment was made permanent. Mrs
Newton Thompson became a member of the Cape Town City Council in 1951 and
Cape Town's first woman mayor in 1959. While mayor she was awarded a foreign
leader grant by the United States government and visited the States in 1962,
investigating civic affairs, traffic control and race relations.

Her father was killed in action
two weeks before her birth. After completing her junior school education Katrine
attended art schools for seven years. By this time (1938), Hitler's oppression of Jews
was becoming more widespread, and as Katrine's mother was of Jewish descent they
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decided to follow other members of the family to South Africa where they arrived in July
1939. After a few difficult years in Cape Town during which Katrine supported herself
and her mother by painting designs on stinkwood ornaments, she gradually started
establishing herself as an illustrator and an artist. She did illustrations for "Sarie Marais"
and "Die Huisgenoot" for many years, and there is a large collection of cuttings of the
stories with their accompanying illustrations. She illustrated over sixty books in the
course of 36 years and the collection contains many of her original drawings, especially
for the series of "Afrikaanse Sprokies" by Pieter W Grobbelaar. Concurrent with her
career as an artist/illustrator, Katrine Harries lectured at the Michaelis School of Fine Art
from 1949 - 1977, on a part-time basis until 1950 and thereafter as a full-time lecturer.
